• Advanced Reining - for riders scoring 70+ consistently and wanting to up the score to consistent plus maneuvers. 
 
Roping Sessions:   

• Beginner Roping - Open to anyone interested in learning how to rope. 

• Intermediate Roping  - For riders with the basics of roping and looking to further their skills. 
 
Herd Work Sessions:   

• Beginner Herd Work - For riders with little to no herd work knowledge or experience.   

• Green Herd Work - For riders who have some experience with herd work and looking for help on skills development. 

• Advanced Herd Work - For riders showing and scoring consistently around or above 70 in herd work but looking to  
       improve skills and scores. 
 
Cow Work Sessions:  

• Intro to Boxing -  For horses or riders new to cow work.  Will focus on basics of cow work and boxing. 

• Green & Ltd. Boxing - For riders with some boxing experience in Green or Ltd Classes. 

• Advanced Boxing - For riders competing in Int. & NP Boxing, scoring 70 +/- and looking to improve skills and scores. 

• Box Drive/Intro to Fence - For riders not currently competing in Fence Classes. 

• Advanced Fence - For riders currently competing in Fence classes and looking to improve skills and scores.
